tournaments and 2 team series

• Year 3 World Championships, other informal 

tournaments and 2 teams series, Paralympic Test 

event? 

• Year 4 Paralympic Qualifier, PWG, other informal 

tournaments and 2 team series



Relegation/Promotion/Qualification

• Year 1 European Championship 

– No Relegation or Promotion

• Year 2 World Championship seeded by most recent WCH (prior to 

PWG)

– Teams 7-8 from A pool relegated

– Teams 1 and 2 from B pool promoted 

• Year 3 World Championships (seeded by Yr 2 WCHs)

– Teams 1-5 from A pool direct entry to PWG

– Teams 6-7-8 from A and 1,2,3 from B enter qualifier

– Teams 7-8 from A pool relegated for next WCH

– Teams 1 and 2 from B pool promoted for next WCH

• Year 4 Paralympic Qualifier determines 3 remaining teams for 

PWG

between two or more countries is considered 

an IPC “Approved” event.

• STC will provide resources to all events, upon 

request, as deemed necessary by the scale of 

the event. 

• Notification process to be followed for all 

events

• Revised fee schedule to be discussed



Approved Events

• Benefits of Approved Events

– Standardized processes

– Timing scoring, stats and record keeping

– Officials development

– Rule and regulation enforcement

– Potential IPC sponsor/broadcast 

involvement

– Classification

– Other seminars and development

• Presently standards not consistent or 

enforced

• Need to make events more professional

• Must be balanced though to still attract 

hosts

• Minimum standards must be enforced

• Site visits and communication important
